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Our work is currently concentrated in Mexico's
Yucatan Peninsula, where we partner with
trusted, community-based rescue organizations.

SDL raises funds to cover surgeries performed by
qualifed, licensed veterinarians, while our
partners coordinate clinics using their local
contacts  (securing  locations,  providing
equipment, signing up volunteers, registering
appointments, publicizing the events, etc.).

This collaborative model has proven both
eficient and deeply impactful, and we are fully
committed to continuing and expanding this
work in the future.

In 2025, Street Dog Love spent more than
$60,000 to fund veterinary services at free
sterilization clinics.

Our primary mission is to humanely reduce homeless dog and cat
populations in underserved communities by funding free spay
and neuter surgeries. What began with our first 47 procedures in
October 2023, has grown into asustained initiative that, by the
end of 2025, resulted in 3920 surgeries funded by SDL.

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ROTECTING WILDLIFE AND DOGS IN YUCATAN

In 2024 and again in 2025, Street Dog Love funded trap-neuter-
release campaigns to sterilize feral dogs in the coastal areas of
Yucatan that were disrupting precious marine habitat. This
special project provides a humane solution for both the wildlife
and the dogs. We plan to continue this important work in 2026
and beyond.

HELPING DOGS IN EK’ BALAM

Street Dog Love worked with the small community of
Ek’ Balam, Mexico in 2025 to help spay/neuter
homeless dogs that live at the ruins. Initially,
volunteers transported the dogs one at a time to a
veterinarian in Valladolid. When that process proved
challenging, we arranged for one of our partner teams
to hold a free sterilization clinic on site for the entire
community. More than 60 animals have been sterilized
so far in EkK’ Balam with funding from Street Dog Love.

LOOKING FORWARD

In 2026, in addition to continuing funding for sterilization clinics, Street
Dog Love has plans to start a mico-grant program to support verified,
on-the-ground rescue and TNR groups op erated by Mexican nationals.
We believe it is vital to support these organizations that are trying to
take responsibility for the plight of homeless dogs and cats in their
own communities while typically op erating on shoestring budgets.
